CETRUD trains 2,000 farmers a year in organic farming, trains AIDS orphan caretakers, teaches microfinance projects, funds orphans to school. UCSC’s  CASFS “The Farm” program wants to have a student internship exchange with CETRUD.

June 2013 ---Kasese sent a sister city delegation of Kasozi,  their mayor, city manager, Rotary past president, and Chamber of commerce.
